TSCA Spring Meeting

March 10, 2007

President Paulette Crews opened the meeting, thanking each for his/her attendance.  The agenda was adopted by a motion from Linda Cox, with a 2nd by Linda Ryan.

The minutes had been e-mailed to each member and they were asked to read them prior to the meeting.  As no corrections were noted the minutes were approved by a motion from Mary Ryan with a second from Lind Cox.

Treasurer’s Report          Deborah Barger reported an overall balance of $24,013.65.  There was a discussion on grant money, line item 1040.  President Crews stated this might be for a proposed summer workshop.  Linda Ryan stated grant money was from TCA for mailings, etc.  Becky Murry cleared this up as being TCA grant money for mailings and/or recruiting.  In the past the amount has been $1000 and now is $600.  Becky Murry also stated each chapter and division would receive money form conference.  There is to be $3.00 for each registered member from chapters and $2.00 for each registered member from divisions at conference.  There were 120 tickets sales for the TSCA luncheon at conference.  We received $1900.00 from TCA for the luncheon and pre-conference as flow through.  Deborah Barger will e-mail Jennifer and ask for a break down between the luncheon money and the pre-conference money.

Paulette Crews introduced Chelle Travis to the group.  She works for the State Department of Education in the career and technical division in the transition from middle school to high school to college and/or the military.  She would like to hear from the counselors across the state as to what they want and need.  The State department is working on a program of study with high schools.  This will promote the different careers to the students.  Chelle also works with the Counselor’s institute, which is funded by the state department each year.  Jeffrey Freiden stated TSCA might work with the state department next year on the Counselor’s Institute in February 2008.  The members present complimented Ms. Travis on the Institute this year.  Chelle Travis stated that CDF training funding can come out of the Perkins funds for your school.  However, the certification should be paid by the participant.  President Crews emphasized the importance of this training, which can be done on line.

Each school system must have a coordinated school health model.  There is funding with this.  Each system must apply to the state for these funds.

Past Presidents Report   --   Linda Ryan     Linda met with Dr. Linda Blanding and Dr. Carolyn Brewer to brainstorm question/information TSCA wants on the student ration/non-counseling duties survey.  Deborah Barger would like to add a question on this survey concerning the student information program STAR.  Linda Ryan, Dr. Blanding, and Dr. Brewer also discussed funding sources to help with the mailing and other needs. Linda talked with the Rutherford County counselors who have been involved in the collection of data from counselors in their county.  TSCA is going to join forces with them.  Ms. Ryan help work the TSCA booth at the Counselor’s Institute in February, and also volunteered to help with the 2007 TCA Conference at Cool Springs Marriott in November.

Suggestions were everyone should arrange their materials in the same order.  For awards of individual counselors, each chapter should nominate someone for these awards.  Last year we had only two chapters to nominate counselors.  Also we need to make sure the nominee is certified, so they may be eligible for ASCA review.  The nomination form should bee “tweaked” by Linda Ryan and the VP’s.  Debra Watson suggested Christie Maupin bring this subject (each chapter nominating for the awards) u p at LDC.  Each president of each chapter would submit someone for the individual awards.


Presidents Report   --  Paulette Crews   President Crews stated that at LDC the emerging leaders are to come in the night before LDC begins.  Paulette urged the president, president elect and the membership chair to attend.  She informed the group that at the TCA board meeting the night before that it was decided not to have a spring meeting anymore.  As TSCA has always “piggy backed” off TCA for our spring meeting, we might consider the possibility of having no spring meeting.  This is an issue that Christie Maupin and her new board should consider during LDC.  During the month of January, Paulette attended a SMCA meeting and in February she attended a Martha Polk meeting.  Also at the Counselor’s Institute in February, she, Linda Ryan and Heather Henke represented TSCA at the TSCA booth during the exhibitor reception.  President Crews requested board members to submit their reports to Jeffrey Freiden for the list serve.  Also the board members were to bring the TSCA board folder to Christie to use with her new board.  Paulette Crews thanked her board for serving with her during her term as President of TSCA.
